Procurement of works for construction of engineering networks and systems of the navigation opening C1 tunnel
This Invitation for Tenders follows the General Procurement Notice for this project, which was published in Procurement Opportunities, web site of the EBRD, on February 7, 2006 and recently updated on July 12, 2010.

Ministry for regional development of the Russian Federation (Minregion of Russia), hereinafter referred to as "the Employer", received loans from the European Bank for Reconstruction and Development (EBRD), the European Investment Bank (EIB) and the Nordic Investment Bank (NIB) (together hereinafter referred to as "the Banks"), and also federal budget proceeds towards the completion of St. Petersburg Flood Protection Barrier.
The Employer invites sealed tenders from contractors for the following contract financed from the part of loan proceeds and which is a part of the Project for Completion of St. Petersburg Flood Protection Barrier: Construction of engineering networks and systems of the navigation opening C1 tunnel. The Time for Completion of works is 12 months.
To be qualified for the contract award tenderers must satisfy the minimum criteria stipulated in the tender documents, including, but not limited to, the annual turnover during the last five years to be not less than 300 mln. US Dollars equivalent; for each of below listed systems successful experience in implementing of two projects of similar nature and in similar climate conditions during the last five years; having an access to or available financial means sufficient to meet the construction cash flow for the contract for a period of four months estimated as not less than 50 mln. US Dollars equivalent.

Taking into account the complexity of the Works under the Contract, the tenderers may use specialized subcontractors for some systems.
The tenderers shall specify the names and qualifications of specialized subcontractors, if the particular qualification is not available in-house. 
Records of such subcontractors and their inputs will be considered as part of assessment of qualification of the tenderers to perform the contract satisfactory. 
Lack of such specialized support may result in disqualification of tenderers, if the particular qualification is not available in-house.

Tendering for contracts to be financed with the proceeds of a loan from the Bank is open to firms and joint ventures from all countries. The proceeds of the Bank's loan will not be used for the purpose of any payment to persons or entities, or for any import of goods, if such payment or import is prohibited by a decision of the United Nations Security Council taken under Chapter VII of the Charter of the United Nations.

The Employer does not intend to entertain any requests for extension of the deadline for tenders’ submission.
